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CONCLUSIONS

= In original pre-Covid model (January 2020) BMQ
Concern and INAS Testing Treatment had a negative
effect on MARSS5 while PAM had a positive effect.

= As COVID - fear Is Inbullt as a potential mediator BMQ
Concern recelive Its significant, negative direct
effect.
